You qualify for the NJDHSS low cost spay/neuter 
program, if you: 

• Are a New Jersey Resident 

• Adopted your pet from an eligible licensed NJ shelter; 
municipal, county, or regional pound; NJ holding or 
impoundment facility that contracts with NJ municipalities; or a 
non-profit NJ animal adoption referral agency  

AND  

• licensed the dog in your municipality (licensing for cats is not 
required).
